New Mexico’s 2003 winner, Lake Section Water Co., finished in the top
five nationally!

Bring “chilled” water in a non-returnable quart glass container to the
conference registration area by 12 noon Monday, March 20

Label the bottom of the container with your system name

Systems with populations over 25,000 are not eligible

Systems must be in good standing with the NM Drinking Water
Bureau having no current violations of Bacteriological or Chemical
monitoring
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
